Creating a Flickr Account—revised 1.13.2010
SETTING UP YOUR ACCOUNTS

1. Before you open a Flickr account, you must have a yahoo account. If you do not have one, step 1 is to go to http://www.yahoo.com and create an account/password.
2. Next, go to http://www.flickr.com and set up an account/password.

Once you have both accounts and are signed in, you are ready to upload pictures.

UPLOADING PHOTOS: On the right side of the home page of your Flickr account, You will see Upload Photos and Videos. Click on this link and follow the directions. Make photos visible to the public; set safety level at Safe; do not hide from public searches (group members need to find/see you) NOTE: The longest side of your photo should be 1,024 pixels. This can be done in PhotoShop. Image to Image Size.
CUSTOMIZE ACCOUNT: To customize your account on Flickr, go to the tab on the top labeled You and then use the drop down menu to go to Your Account.

1. To add a buddy icon/picture of yourself, click on edit on the right and follow the directions.

2. Your Screen Name should be your first and last name.

3. You may control your online privacy by clicking on edit who can see what next to “Your Profile”.

JOIN A GROUP: Under the drop down menu, Groups, go to search for group. 
Type in: IVC Burns Homework and join the group.
1. To upload photos to the IVC Burns Homework Group Pool, click on “Add something?” found to the right of the pink words, Group Pool.
2. This will take you to your Photostream and you can drag and drop the photos you want. Remember only ONE photo/2 images/before and after PhotoShop manipulation
3. If you choose, you may also give a brief description below the photo of location, etc.
